How to use the NIACE Online Portal
The NIACE Online Portal aims to showcase the work we have done in online learning over the past few years. It carries details of research, projects and training, and is an entry point to the NIACE Moodle.

Home Page

On the home page are the links to the Moodle, Online Activities, and Support pages. You can click the links on the right of the page, or use the tabs at the top.
Moodle

There is a document on the Support page with details about using the Moodle. The first page you will see is the log in page. You can get access to some courses as a guest, but creating an account will enable you to get greater access, and if you are actually enrolled on a course it is necessary to create one. If you are on a course your tutor may have given you an enrolment key (password). You will be prompted to enter this once you find your course.

Once you are in the Moodle, use the tabs to navigate back to the Portal.
