	Faith schools provide a high standard of education and improve opportunities for all pupils. The pupils will do better in the future and they feel part of their community.
	Faith schools do better because the parents support the school, not because of religion. If parents support their children’s school, they do better whether the school is a faith school or not.

	Faith schools are popular with parents. The parents feel happy that the government recognises the importance of their faith.
	If we want to have a better society, children should get to know all kinds of people from different backgrounds and religions. This does not happen in faith schools.

	Faith schools teach children to behave well and respect other people and their beliefs.
	Faith schools separate communities. This can make children believe that their religion is better than other religions.

	Faith schools provide a good religious education so that children do not grow up to be extremists.
	Faith schools teach their own view of the world. Schools should encourage pupils to look at the facts and make up their own minds.

	Religious groups should be allowed to run faith schools – it’s religious freedom.
	It is not fair that faith schools can choose which children to take, especially if it is a ‘good’ school.
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
